Talk - "Reluctant Recruits: Conscription in Marlow during  
World War One" by Andy Ford. 

 

In 1916, the British Government introduced conscription to 
boost the flagging numbers joining the Army. Across the 
country, local tribunals were set up to hear appeals by men 
against being conscripted. Over 170 men in Marlow appealed 
against their conscription. Using evidence from newspaper 
reports and local records of the time, this talk will explore some 
of those cases, explaining why and how the men appealed and 
then what happened to them.
